The Florida Humanities council, based in St. Petersburg, FL, has occasional grants for documentaries as well and independent films. 
The Head of Humanities Council is Janine Farber, who would be a good person to contact for additional information regarding independent film makers and monies allocated to them and their work.
Lucia Fishburne has been talking with Department of State in regards to the division of cultural affairs  working more closely with our office after the induction of Victor Nunez into Florida Art Hall of Fame (they seem very interested). 

The committee needs to put together a master list of Florida independent documentaries or film makers’ names and contact information that will be interested in being involved with Eric Breitenbach’s idea.
Lucia Fishburne stated that this is a good opportunity for the Office of Film and Entertainment to pull together since there is incentive money left over for the independent filmmaking queue. 

Michelle Marx said Richard Seres would be a good person to contact because he’s putting a book together about whose doing what in Florida and he works with Film Florida (Contact number 305-442-9444). 
Eric Breitenbach is going to keep Lucia Fishburne updated on his progress and then fully report what has transpired at the next FFEAC meeting.
