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The meeting was called to order at 9:40 AM.
Paul opened by discussing the origins of the Green Plan Task Force.  The impetus for the organization came from Paul’s reading about the New Mexico plan.  He felt that it could be done better and asked Niki to put together information on eco-friendly resources and practices.  Paul points out that this is only a first step and that the Task Force was created to go further with the ideas.  He also added that a feature of the packet and website put together by Niki is that the links are always current.  

Paul concluded his opening words by stating the purpose of the meeting was to define the committee and its aims.
Leslie asked if the intent was to be an ongoing committee.  Paul affirmed this.  Leslie extended a welcome to Kelly Horton.   

The subject of how to enact green practices came up.  Paul suggested that perhaps the incentive could be tied to the Green Plan.  Niki mentioned that in New Mexico the eco-friendly practices are linked to waived permit fees.  

Leslie listed topics she wished to cover: statewide commitment, improving energy efficiency and environmental awareness and promulgating content that reinforces eco-friendly behavior. 
One challenge, Paul mentioned, would be permit fees [as an incentive] for non-state agencies.  Niki reminded the group that many places do not charge fees anyway.  Maggie stated that service fees like waste disposal could be waived for productions following the Green Plan.  Paul felt this was a great idea and mentioned a list of specific practices that would have to be met, a checklist to be followed in order to qualify.  

Maggie discussed a document she created that contains information about keeping the coast clean, a document that could be included in the production guide.  She is going to send the document to Benjamin who will make it available to the other committee members.  
Next the group discussed site inspectors, the discussion centering on constructive site inspectors who would enhance a production’s abilities to adhere to the Green Plan rather than penalize a production for not following the Green Plan.  Green Lodging came up as a big issue.  Leslie cited some statistics: there are only 24 certified Green Lodges in Florida with 40 applicants but 83.6 million visitors to Florida, 50% of whom stay in hotels, motels or B&Bs.  

Paul noted that oftentimes local governments are farther ahead than the practices outlined in the Green Plan.   

Maggie mentioned that during Tourism Week there is a Green Award given and thought a similar award for Florida productions could be an interesting idea.  Paul added that they could give the award to the production at the Mansion event.   Leslie suggested that Gov. Crist might be able to make a proclamation.  

Discussion turned towards PSAs and how easily they could be made.  Maggie told the group about a small independent documentary that filmed in Naples.  The producer of the doc is very pro-Florida and might be a resource.  She will send the contact information to Benjamin to distribute to the committee.

Kelly asked Paul about the Film Commission’s presence at Florida Film Festivals.  Paul brought up the Commission’s sponsorship of festivals and that we try to attend the festivals as often as possible.  Kelly suggested that it might be a good way to reach out.  

Paul told Leslie that she was in charge of how the committee meetings would go.  There was discussion of trying to meet again before the Jacksonville conference.  Benjamin will try to find a date and time.
