The focus of the conference call was to adjust the incentive to work for independent Florida filmmakers.

Pilot Queue: Independent Filmmaker Queue: 
Eligibility:
Productions must score 7 out of 10 possible points for Florida hires in the following crew positions (with points per job):

Writer (2)
Director (2)
Producer (1)
Production Designer (1)


Editor (1)
UPM (1)
Star (1)
Director of Photography (1)


Hyphenates can be discussed further in rule-making.


Feature films over 70 minutes long in length.  


Production must provide evidence 50% of financing in escrow.


Post production must be finished in Florida.  
Threshold:

$100,000 up to $625,000 in Florida qualified expenditures.  Anything over $625,000 would qualify the project for the main incentive. 
Funding:

5% of funding with the queue capped at $2 million.  Minimum of 20 films will be able to use the incentive.

Merge the remaining funds into the main queue on May 15th after the Tribecca Film Festival.   
Bonus:

Family friendly films will also be qualified for the additional 2% with a G or PG rating.  Most independent films do not receive ratings. 

The following proposal for the new Pilot Program Independent Filmmaker Queue will be discussed and voted on at the next whole body FFEAC conference call on Friday, December 15 at 9:30 AM.
