The meeting was called to order at 10:03 AM.
The task for the conference call was to create a rule that would allow the public to be able to voice their comments during any Florida Film and Entertainment Advisory Council meetings, but place a time limit so all public members can have enough time to be heard.  Discussion was held on this topic.  

Proposed Task:

In the event many interested parties wish to speak that a quorum of FFEAC members might not be able to stay at the meeting because of travel or other concerns, the Chair may impose a three minute time limit on each speaker to insure fairness and/or ask that large groups with similar points of view select a spokesperson to represent them.  A form will also be created that public members wishing to speak may fill out at the beginning of the meeting to alert the chair to better able the managing of the meeting.  An impartial time keeper will keep track of the time.  The forms will be announced at the beginning of the meeting.  A person wishing to speak can fill out the form at anytime during the meeting.    
Dick Lobo motioned to propose to the FFEAC adoption of this proposal to allow the chair the ability to impose a three minute time limit, that the FFEAC create a speaker form that will include their contact information if they are willing to speak, and that the chair announces to the public at the beginning of the meeting to fill out a speaker’s form.
