Please follow the instructions provided below to ensure your application is successfully submitted.

Step 1: Saving the Application

Saving the application to your computer will allow you to have a completed copy of your application on file, as well as provide
you the ability to fill out the application at your leisure.

1) Click on “File” and chose “Save As.”
2) Save the blank form to your Desktop or My Documents. DO NOT change the file name.

Step 2: Completing the Application

This application is an interactive PDF. Handwritten copies will not be accepted.

1) Complete the application in its entirety. Anincomplete application is not acceptable. Your place in line will not be
secured until a completed application is received.

2) Once you have completed the application, save the completed form, and print a hard copy. The hard copy MUST be
signed and submitted with your supporting documents (an original signature is required — no photo copies will be
accepted).

Step 3: Submitting Your Application
